A Guide to the Evening Service

The Sermon
Last week we took a look at Bethlehem through the lens of Eden. Now we
turn to John's magnificent first chapter to see the incarnation by looking
down from heaven.

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs

Our worship is full of familiar and beloved carols tonight. We hope that you
will all use the occasion not merely to enjoy the sentiment but to reflect upon
the profound theology contained in these hymns. Our singing ought to be
lifted up to God, from hearts filled with gratitude for grace and from hearts
praising Him for the glorious gift of the Incarnation. So, as you sing well-
known songs and tunes, make a double effort to concentrate on the words.
Aim to understand them and to "make them your own" as you sing to the
Lord. You may even want to discuss the words around the dinner table at
home or during family worship. The reflection will not only prove to be of
personal encouragement: it will also help you in your intelligent and fervent
participation in corporate worship. May we be good "carolers" for our gra-
cious and sovereign Lord this Christmas.

Angels We Have Heard on High
Our opening hymn of praise is this familiar Christmas carol. The refrain
comes from Luke 2:14, where the angels announce the birth of Jesus by say-
ing, "Glory to God in the highest." When we sing, "Gloria in excelsis Deo,"
we are singing "Glory to God in the highest!"

See, amid the Winter's Snow
We begin our evening hymn medley with three stanzas from this 19th cen-
tury carol. Edward Caswall allowed his sanctified imagination a little room
on this one as you can see from the title alone. It's unlikely that Jesus's birth
was accompanied by snowfall, though that does not prevent us from
singing this one with gusto.
Away in a Manger

The focus of this familiar carol is on the humanity of Jesus Christ, and per-
haps more than any other in our hymnal, reflects the reality of Jesus's true
human nature. It's so familiar that perhaps we have lost the magnitude of
the first stanza where we sing, "the little Lord Jesus, asleep on the hay." This
tiny infant is the sovereign Creator of all heaven and earth, and He is lying
in a manger! It's a breathtaking assertion. To quote an unfamiliar hymn by
Charles Wesley, here we have "Our God contracted to a span, incomprehen-
sibly made man." Some have objected to the language of the second stanza
which says, "the little Lord Jesus no crying He makes." You understand, of
course, that Jesus cried. We're told He wept over Jerusalem and cried at the
tomb of Lazarus. And if this carol is asserting that Jesus did not cry because
He was something less than really human or that the expression of human
emotions was somehow beneath Him, then this carol would be in error.
Jesus is not somehow less than human, and as an infant, He would have
cried. He expressed His infant needs without sinning, but not without
sound. Instead, let's understand this second stanza as a picture of the infant
Jesus, looking up at these beasts which are lowing, and in His humanity,
expressing wonder at the very cows He has created, truly God and truly
man, indeed.

Thou Who Wast Rich beyond All Splendor

The incarnation is a big dose of divine humility. "For you know the grace of
our Lord Jesus Christ, that though He was rich, yet for your sake He became
poor, so that you through His poverty might become rich" (I Corinthians 8:9).
This is a relatively new carol to us, and a modern one in comparison to the
dates of our favorites. The author, Frank Houghton, an evangelical
Anglican, wrote a wonderful book on hymns for InterVarsity Press many
years ago. The text is moving and poetic, yet clear and almost blunt. The
tune is French in origin and a little tricky at first, but now that we've been
singing it for a couple of years, I think we've got it.



A Guide to the Morning Service

The Introduction of New Members
During the 11:00 service, a group of new members will openly confess their
trust in Jesus Christ, Son of God and Savior of sinners, as He is offered in the
gospel. They were received into membership by the Session the last Lord's
Day afternoon. This Sunday they are presented to the congregation. Listen
closely to the five questions of membership. They beautifully summarize
key ﬁoints of Christian faith and discipleship. And be sure to welcome these
brothers and sisters, heartily. Matthew Henry once said: "When we take God
for our God, we take His people for our people." Taking our church mem-
bership vows seriously is one way we can show that we understand this
truth.

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs

O Come, All Ye Faithful
One hymnologist says this of Wade's carol, "its popularity in all English-
speaking countries is universal: hardly a congregation fails to sing it at every
hristmas time. Such popularity is testimony to its genuine worth. In the
first place, the method of presentation is dramatic. The poet takes us by the
hand and leads us with triumphant song to the cave of the Nativity in
Bethlehem, shows us the Babe, and bids us adore. Next, in a stanza that
many hymnals omit or modify, we are given an explanation of what we see:
it is not a human infant, but God. Here the language is taken literally from
the ancient Greek creeds of the fourth century. The choirs of angels now
burst upon us, urged on to further song by our own exuberance. The shep-
herds enter the cave; they join us as we kneel in adoration. We speak to the
child direct and make our offering of love and praise. This is all so simple,
so vivid in imagery, so sincere in emotion, that barring a few theological
phrases a child can understand it and enter sympathetically into the experi-
ence of worship and joy."

Good Christian Men, Rejoice
The most incredible evidence of God's willingness and ability to save is the
gift of His Son, Who, in the words of this carol "was born to save!" Through
Jesus, the very doors of heaven have been opened, and the believer can live
no more fearing the grave. The words of this Medieval Latin and German
carol are variously attributed to Heinrich Suso (died 1366), Peter of Dresden
(died circa 1440), and Valentin Triller (circa 1573). It was translated from
Latin-German admixture to English by John Mason Neale and first
appeared in his Carols for Christmastide (published in London, England,
1853). It was a great favorite in Germany until comparatively recent times.
It seems likely that the carol dates from "the time in the late 14th centu-
ry when the creeping of the vernacular into sacred song was first noted. This
practice aided the early Reformers in introducing congregational singing in
the vernacular into their services of worship. Luther, it will be remembered,
violated all German rules of word order in joining German words to tunes
with which the people were familiar." John Mason Neale, the translator,
caught the inspiration of the original text and transformed it into something
suitable to English sentiment. The continued popularity of the carol is
undoubtedly due in part to the swinging 14th century German melody to
which it is set.

O Little Town of Bethlehem

The author of this favorite carol of Christmastide was Phillips Brooks, the
famous Episcopal clergyman, still associated with Holy Trinity Church in
Boston's Back Bay area. For three stanzas Brooks piles up objective truths
about the incarnation and then apfplies them to us in the tourth. In the first
stanza, we are given a picture of Bethlehem on the night of Jesus' birth.
Brooks uses the physical darkness of night to represent the spiritual dark-
ness of the world, and when he says that "in thy dark streets shineth the
everlasting Light," we are singing about more than dark alleys and street-
lights. We hear this language and are reminded of Jesus's words in John 8:12:
"I'am the light of the world. Whoever follows Me will not walk in darkness,
but will have the light of life." In the second stanza we sing of the heavenly
watch care over this infant child. "While mortals sleep, the angels keep their
watch of wondering love." In the third stanza, Brooks draws a parallel
between the silent entry of Jesus into the world in Bethlehem and His silent
entry into meek souls who receive Him by faith. "No ear may hear His com-
ing . . . where meek souls will receive Him still, the dear Christ enters in." In
the final stanza, we ask that this Savior of the world would be our Savior,
that He would "cast out our sin and enter in; be born in us today." This is a
great evangelical carol.
