The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs

Holy, Holy, Holy!

What can one say to do justice to this great hymn of Reginald Heber, and
to the magnificent tune “NICEA” by John Dykes? Bailey opines: “No
hymn has greater dignity and uplifting power.” The lyric gives us a suc-
cession of staccato assertions about the Triune God. He is “Lord God
Almighty,” thrice holy, “Merciful and mighty,” adored, worshiped, eter-
nal, unequaled, “perfect in power, in love, and purity.” The whole shape
of the hymn is trinitarian, that is, it serves to accent the unique Christian
doctrine of the Trinity—God is one God who eternally exists in three
persons. And little ones can learn and sing it to boot! We sing all four
stanzas prior to the children’s devotional tonight.

That Man Is Blest Who, Fearing God (Psalm 1)
Included in our praise this evening is the first Psalm. It signals every-
thing that we need to know about what a believer’s life is like. It is a
statement of faith: God’s world and those who acknowledge it in faith
will ultimately know blessing—the greatest blessing imaginable! But it
is not only a statement of faith, it is a commitment to a lifestyle in which
a love for God’s word (law) is central.

Love Divine, All Loves Excelling
This great Wesley hymn is not only beloved, but a beautiful and sub-
stantive expression of praise to God and petition to God to aid us in our
growth in grace. We use it tonight as preparation for the preaching of
God’s word. May it be that we would be able to sing the words of the
second stanza with conviction: “Take away the love of sinning.”
