A Guide to the Evening Service

The Sermon
We continue our series on the Gospel this evening. As we studied last week,
salvation is by grace through faith. We contribute nothing. But having been
saved by grace, what then do we do? Shouldn't our lives reflect the claims
of Christ? Aren't we called by Him to do good works? Yes and yes! But what
then of grace in the Christian life? That is our concern this evening.

The Recognition of the Recitation of the Children's Catechism
Tonight, we are delighted to be able to acknowledge the memorization of
The Children’s Catechism by a covenant youth. We have a child who has
recently memorized and recited The Children’s Catechism. We are strongly
committed to catechizing (teaching, in this case by using a format of ques-
tions and answers) as a goal of discipleship and a key component to the
growth in grace and the knowledge of the truth. The catechism is a simple
synopsis of Bible doctrine, in a question and answer format. We have been
using The Children’s Catechism as the basis of the Children's Devotionals on
Sunday evenings, because it is a helpful way of communicating the truths of
the gospel to our children.

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs

To God Be the Glory

This is one of 8,000 hymns penned in the life of its author, Fanny J. Crosby
(1820-1915). Though blind from the age of six weeks she said: "It seemed
intended by the blessed providence of God that I should be blind all my life,
and I thank him for the dispensation. If perfect earthly sight were offered me
tomorrow I would not accept it. I might not have sung hymns to the praise
of God if I had been distracted by the beautiful and interesting things about
me." In her lifetime, Fanny Crosby was one of the best known women in the
United States. To this day, the vast majority of American hymnals contain
her work. Her tombstone bears the words, "Blessed assurance, Jesus is mine.
Oh, what a foretaste of glory divine."

This hymn's tune was composed by Crosby's friend and associate
William Howard Doane (1832-1915). Doane composed over 2200 hymn
tunes before his death, and was only sixteen when he wrote his first musi-
cal piece. He professed faith in Jesus Christ his senior year in high school.
He worked on his father's cotton plantation for a while, and eventually
became president of a machinery plant in Cincinnati, Ohio. He was the
Sunday school superintendent and choir director of the Mount Auburn
Baptist Church in Cincinnati for many years.

By Grace I Am an Heir of Heaven

The text of this hymn is gloriously assuring. It is set to a very familiar tune
Neumark (If Thou But Suffer God to Guide Thee). It points our focus away
from self and our experiences and towards the God of the Bible, the God
who has revealed His plans and purposes and promises. "Why doubt this,
O, my trembling heart? If what the Scriptures promise clearly is true and
firm in every part." If we could truly adopt that attitude toward the promis-
es of Scripture, so much of our worry and sorrow would melt away.

But this hymn also points us to the gracious nature of God as the source
of our joy. "My heart is naught but joy gives place since I am saved by grace,
by grace." Despite our sins, despite temptation, despite the lies of Satan to
the contrary, our crown of life has been given by grace!

Take My Life, and Let It Be

"Take My Life" was Frances Ridley Havergal's "consecration hymn," as she
herself called it. "Only a person as totally dedicated to God as she was had
the right to pen such lines or invite others to sing them. We know from one
of her letters just when and how the hymn was written. The date was
February 4, 1874; the occasion was the end of a five days' visit to the house
of some friends. She had prayed that God would so use her visit that all ten
members of the household might become genuine, rejoicing Christians; and
He answered her prayer. 'Before I left the house everyone had got a bless-
ing. The last night of my visit, after I had retired, the governess asked me to
go to the two daughters. They were crying, etc.; then and there both of them
trusted and rejoiced; it was nearly midnight. I was too happy to sleep, and
spent most of the night in praise and renewal of my own consecration; and
these little couplets formed themselves, and chimed in my heart one after
another, till they finished with Ever, ONLY, ALL for Thee!" (Colquhoun).

A Guide to the Morning Service

The Sermon
Jesus reminds us that His stinging indictment of the Pharisees is to be for
our good. Hypocrisy and formalism are constant threats. Self-righteousness
and a low view of sin (which, by the way, always go together) are continu-
ing realities. Jesus is speaking to us this morning - beware of the leaven of
the Pharisees.

The New Testament Reading

Paul has been defending his apostleship to the Corinthians in the last few
chapters, and at the outset of 2 Corinthians 12, he delivers his final compar-
ison between the "super-apostles" and his own ministry. His boasting goes
like this: "All from among the super-apostles, raise your hands if you have
ever been to heaven. Anyone out there ever been transported to heaven?
No? Guess it's just me." We often think of these verses for what they teach
us about Paul's "thorn in the flesh," but before he tells you about that thorn,
he tells you that he has been to heaven and seen things which human lan-
guage cannot communicate. It was because of this great privilege that Paul
was given a trial - in order to keep him humble. But also notice Paul's intent
in all this self-defense. He is concerned not for his reputation, but for the
well-being of the Corinthians. He wants good for them. He wants them to
be blessed by the hearing and receiving of God's word, and if they reject
Paul, they risk rejecting the God who sent Paul.

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs

O Come, My Soul, Bless Thou the Lord

We open our morning service with the singing of this wonderful rendition
of Psalm 103 from The Psalter of 1912. The music is familiar to you—we sing
the great missionary hymn "O Zion, Haste, Your Mission High Fulfilling" to
the tune "Tidings." Its composer was born on June 21, 1837, in Edgerton
(near Bolton), England. He died on August 30, 1901, Llandudno,
Caernarvonshire, Wales. A student of Henry Smart, Walch played the organ
at Duke's Alley Congregational Church, Bolton (1851); Walmsley Church
(1857); Bridge Street Wesleyan Chapel (1858); and St. George's Parish
Church, Bolton (1863). He conducted the Bolton Philharmonic Symphony
(1870-1874), then moved to Barrow-in-Furness in 1877, where he ran a music
business.

Elizabeth Adamson, a woman who attended the preaching of John
Knox was led to Christ and to rest, on hearing this Psalm, after enduring
such agony of soul that she said, concerning racking pains of body, "A thou-
sand years of this torment, and ten times more joined, are not to be com-
pared to a quarter of an hour of my soul's trouble."” She asked for this Psalm
again before departing: "It was in receiving it that my troubled soul first tast-
ed God's mercy, which is now sweeter to me than if all the kingdoms of the
earth were given me to possess."

God, In the Gospel of His Son
One of the problems in Corinth was their unwillingness to receive and sub-
mit to the divine authority granted to Paul as an Apostle. Here, we sing a
prayer to God that we would be enabled to read and mark the holy Word.

Jesus, the Very Thought of Thee
In this hymn again, we seek to stir up within us hearts of praise full of
Christ. The words are nearly a thousand years old, and in singing them this
morning, we add our voices to a continuous chorus of faithful believers who
for 2000 years have been singing praises to Jesus.

Come, Holy Spirit, Heavenly Dove
Our closing hymn is a prayer to God the Holy Spirit to quicken our hearts
and minds that our worship and lives might be acceptable in the sight of
God. Left unto ourselves, our hearts would be cold and our praises offered
in vain. And so we recognize our dependence upon the great gift of the
Spirit in our lives and ask that he would guard us against the leaven of the
Pharisees.
