The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs
All People That on Earth Do Dwell

One of the two best-known and well-loved psalms in our congregation is
this setting of Psalm 100, sung to the glorious tune "Old One Hundredth"
(the other is Psalm 23, sung to "Crimond"). There has probably not been a
year in the 170-year-plus life of this church when this psalm and tune
haven't been sung. The tune comes right out of Calvin's Genevan Psalter
and is still in use in every nation where there is a Reformed church. The
book of Psalms is God's divinely inspired hymnbook, thus we always sing
psalms along with scripturally sound hymns in all our services. We open
our service this morning with the longing that one day "all people who on
earth do dwell" will indeed "sing to the Lord with cheerful voice."

It takes a humble man or woman to sing the words of this hymn. Of
course, our worship is an expression of our humility, as we pay homage to
and glory in a great God. But there is also something else here. One of the
oft used metaphors in Scripture for God is that of a shepherd; and in stanza
two, we claim to be both God's folk and His flock. In essence, we are saying
to God, "we are slow, dull, helpless, easily befuddled sheep—please feed us
or we will not eat." It's hard to be a proud sheep.

Thy Works, Not Mine, O Christ
Paul's understanding of justification by faith is the theme of Galatians two.
Our righteousness is an alien righteousness, one that does not originate
within us, but is given to us as a gift. And praise be to God that it is not our
own "righteousness," for we have no righteousness of our own to offer up to
God. This hymn reminds us that our only hope, our standing before God,
rests wholly in what Christ has done for us. And the Christian, clothed in
the righteousness of Christ, stands before God without spot or blemish,
wearing the works of Christ. Thus each stanza ends with the rhetorical ques-
tion, "Where else can I go but to Jesus?"   

Day by Day, and with Each Passing Moment
Karolina Wilhemina Sandell-Berg (1832-1903), known to friends as "Lina,"
was the daughter of Jonas Sandell, pastor of the Lutheran church in
Frˆderyd. At age 26, she accompanied her father on a boat trip to
Gothenberg, during which he fell overboard and drowned before her eyes.
The tragedy profoundly affected Lina and reportedly inspired her to write
hymns. Known as "the Fanny Crosby of Sweden," she wrote 650 hymns, of
which "Children of the Heavenly Father" is the best known. She married
Stockholm merchant C. O. Berg in 1867, but continued to initial her hymns
"L. S."   

My Hope Is Built on Nothing Less
When this hymn was first published it was entitled "The immutable Basis of
a Sinner's Hope" and its first line was: "Nor earth nor hell my soul can
move." Edward Mote wrote the words of this great hymn. 'He spent his
early career in the cabinetry business. One strong influence in his life was
John Hyatt, who preached at Tottenham Court Road Chapel, one the chapels
run by Lady Huntingdon. Mote became a Baptist pastor in 1874, serving at
Horsham, Sussex, for 26 years. He was so well loved that his congregation
offered him title to the church building, but he said: "I do not want the
chapel, I only want the pulpit; and when I cease to preach Christ, then turn
me out of that."
