The Missions Report
Our church sent short term mission trips to north Mississippi, Oregon,
Scotland, Ukraine, and Peru. This Sunday, we will begin hearing reports on
these trips. 

The Sermon Series – The Gospel Centered Life
We live in a time when core Gospel truths are being challenged and even
denied. To cite but two examples - the concept of "substitution" [Christ died
for me] is deemed as "cosmic child-abuse" (for another to be punished in the
place of the guilty person seems unjust), and the doctrine of justification by
faith alone apart from the works of the law as taught by the Reformers is
seen as a sixteenth century imposition upon the teaching of Paul.

In addition, the natural heart knows no limit of invention as to ways of
self-justification. Christians can so easily revert to a "works" mentality,
thinking that by extra effort we may be able, after all, to please God and win
His favor. Thus, to put the matter crassly, we are saved by faith alone but the
rest of the journey is wholly dependent on our effort. 

Pastor Timothy J. Keller of New York's Redeemer Presbyterian Church
has been a long standing and passionate advocate of Gospel-centric preach-
ing and ministry. He has argued, for example, that the Gospel is not the
ABC's of the Christian life; it is the A through Z of the Christian Life."

This summer series will focus again on the Gospel in a series we have
called, "The Gospel-Centered Life." It is a series of sermons designed to help
you worship, live and rejoice in a Gospel-centered fashion. This evening, we
come to the second of three Gospel foundations. We addressed holiness last
week, and will think about sin this week, with the promise of a perfect
Savior next week (D.V.)

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs
Hallelujah, Praise Jehovah

This is a famous Bible song by the composer who gave us "A Wonderful
Savior is Jesus My Lord," "Away in a Manger," "We Have Heard the Joyful
Sound (Jesus Saves!)," "My Faith Has Found a Resting Place," and "’Tis So
Sweet to Trust in Jesus." This song, set to a Gospel tune, puts into meter and
chorus the words of Psalm 148:1-13 — "Praise the LORD! Praise the LORD
from the heavens; Praise Him in the heights! Praise Him, all His angels;
Praise Him, all His hosts! Praise Him, sun and moon; Praise Him, all stars
of light! Praise Him, highest heavens, And the waters that are above the
heavens! Let them praise the name of the LORD, For He commanded and
they were created. He has also established them forever and ever; He has
made a decree which will not pass away. Praise the LORD from the earth,
Sea monsters and all deeps; Fire and hail, snow and clouds; Stormy wind,
fulfilling His word; Mountains and all hills; Fruit trees and all cedars; Beasts
and all cattle; Creeping things and winged fowl; Kings of the earth and all
peoples; Princes and all judges of the earth; Both young men and virgins;
Old men and children. Let them praise the name of the LORD, For His name
alone is exalted; His glory is above earth and heaven."

Jesus, I My Cross Have Taken
This is another great hymn from Henry Lyte (author of "Abide with Me"—
generally considered to be one of the ten best hymns in the English lan-
guage—and of "Praise, My Soul, the King of Heaven"). The words are pow-
erful. This is a hymn of personal consecration and thus very appropriate for
tonight's message. We have gotten into the habit of singing it to Bill Moore's
tune (and with good success).

Jesus! What a Friend for Sinners!
This much-loved hymn rehearses the benefits of the presence of Jesus Christ
in the believer's life. The great promise of God's covenant is summed up in
the simple phrase, "I will be their God and they will be My people." God's
presence was experienced in the Old Testament through shadowy precur-
sors—pillars of cloud and fire, the tabernacle and later the Temple. But in
Jesus Christ, we have the ultimate experience of God with us. What a friend
we have in Jesus!  

A Guide to the Evening Service



The Lord's Supper
At First Presbyterian Church, we follow the old Southern Presbyterian prac-
tice of celebrating the Lord's Supper (what some churches call the
"Eucharist" or "Holy Communion") four times a year. The Ruling Elders of
our church assist in the distribution of the elements of the Supper as a visi-
ble manifestation of their pastoral care of the flock.

The biblical teaching on the nature of the sacraments may be epito-
mized as follows: God's sacraments or covenant signs/seals are "visible
words" (Augustine). In them we see with our eyes the promise of God.
Indeed, in the sacraments we see, smell, touch and taste the word. In the
public reading and preaching of Scripture, God addresses our mind and
conscience through the hearing. In the sacraments, He uniquely addresses
our mind and conscience through the other senses. In, through and to the
senses, God's promise is made tangible. A sacrament is a covenant sign and
seal, which means it reminds us and assures us of a promise. That is, it
points to and confirms a gracious promise of God to His people. Another
way of saying it is that a sacrament is an action designed by God to sign
(symbolize) and seal (ratify) a covenantal reality, accomplished by the
power and grace of God, the significance of which has been communicated
by the word of God, and the reality of which is received or entered into only
by faith. Hence, the weakness, the frailty of human faith welcomes this gra-
cious act of reassurance. The sacraments are by nature supplemental to and
confirmatory of the promises held out in the word, and the grace conveyed
by them is the same grace held out via the means of preaching. The sacra-
ments are efficacious for the elect and the elect only, since their benefits are
sanctificational (that is, the Lord's Supper doesn't "save" us, it grows us) and
received by faith. In the Lord's Supper, the Christian, by faith, experiences
true communion with Christ in all His benefits. 

Since the Lord's Supper is for professing believers in the Lord Jesus
Christ who have "discerned the body of the Lord"—that is, the Church—
(1 Corinthians 11:29), it is appropriate that we confess our faith together
before we take it. We often use the Apostles' Creed in order to publicly
declare our whole-hearted embrace of the truth of the faith once-delivered.
We also recite the Ten Commandments prior to taking the Lord's Supper. By
recounting the Law directly adjacent to the Gospel ordinance of the Lord's
Supper, we are reminded of our need for the forgiveness of sins and the rich
provision we have in Jesus Christ's perfect obedience (see Romans 5:20).

The Invitation
The Lord's Table is for those who are trusting in Jesus Christ. So we invite to
this table, the Lord's table, all those who trust in Jesus Christ alone for their salva-
tion as He is offered in the Gospel and who have joined themselves to the body of
Christ, His Church. If you are not a believer in Christ who has identified
yourself with His Church, don't come to the table. Rather, wait, think, pray,
repent, and believe the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

Parents will want to take note that we do not practice paedo-commun-
ion (infants or young children who have not yet taken membership vows
partaking of the Lord's Supper) at First Presbyterian Church. Young people
who have answered the five questions of church membership and thus have
become communicant members of First Presbyterian Church (or the equiv-
alent at some other Gospel-believing church) are invited to the table.

The Presence of Christ
The consensus of Reformed teaching on the way in which Christ is present
in the Lord's Supper may be summarized as follows: there is absolutely no
corporeal presence of Christ whatsoever in the Lord's Supper. The believer
does not corporeally partake of Christ in the Supper. Christ is not elemen-
tally, spatially, or locally present in the Supper in any way. There is no
change or conversion of the elements in the Supper. The believer does
indeed receive Christ in the Supper, but not by the mouth, rather by faith.
Nor does Christ's humanity come down to the believer, but by the Spirit the
believer is raised in heart to receive Christ in His ascended glory.
