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A Guide to the Morning Service

The Sermon
“Beware of the leaven of the Pharisees,” Jesus will say to His disciples. This
is a good word for us this morning. How can we avoid hypocrisy?

The New Testament Reading

Paul continues what he began in 2 Corinthians 11 - namely, a defense of his
ministry against his opponents in Corinth. Paul is not so much concerned
for his own reputation as he is for the spiritual welfare of the people in
Corinth. He will undertake this defense reluctantly and a little hesitantly,
but it is no less effective. The end of the chapter rehearses Paul’s “boast” of
suffering and service to Jesus. The litany of hardships in verses 23-29 is
breathtaking and horrifying and serves to establish his credibility as a ser-
vant of Christ. Next week, we will find one more devastating comparison
Paul offers as proof of the veracity of his ministry - a survey of all who have
been in heaven! Paul has been brought up into heaven itself, a claim none of
his opponents can make.

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs

A Mighty Fortress Is Our God

We open our public praise today with Martin Luther’s rousing rendition of
the great 46th Psalm. How does one adequately characterize this battle cry
and theme song of the Reformation? Luther wrote both the text and tune (a
rarity in the history of hymnody). By the way, the popular assertion that the
melody was borrowed from a common tavern song of the day is a myth. The
words of this psalm-paraphrase exalt God as our Ruler, Protector, Savior,
and help in the time of trouble. The confidence of this hymn is inspiring—it
manifests the security of conscience that flows from a realization of God’s
gracious justification of us through Christ. If we could sing and really mean
the final sentence of the last stanza (beginning with “Let goods and kindred
go. ..."”) it would change our lives.

Amazing Grace

This may well be the most popular hymn in the English language. It was
written by the great John Newton. There is a plaque that can be seen even
today in St. Mary’s Woolnoth. It reads: “JOHN NEWTON, Clerk; Once an
infidel and libertine, A servant of slaves in Africa, Was, by the rich mercy of
our Lord and Saviour JESUS CHRIST, restored, pardoned, and appointed to
preach the Gospel which he had long laboured to destroy.” We use the third
stanza to respond to the reading from 2 Corinthians 11.

‘Tis So Sweet to Trust in Jesus

It would be tempting to dismiss this text as just another unrealistic and
overly optimistic Victorian text about how happy life with Christ is. But
once you know a little about the life of its composer, that becomes impossi-
ble. Louisa M. R. Stead was born around 1850 in Dover, England. As a
teenager, she felt called to be a missionary. She went to America around age
21, and lived for a while in Cincinnati, Ohio. Attending a camp meeting in
Urbana, Ohio, she felt the missionary calling even more strongly, but was
unable to go to China due to her frail health. She married in 1875. Tragically,
her husband drowned off Long Island, New York, while trying to rescue
their four-year-old daughter Lily. This song was written not long thereafter.
Around 1880, Stead went to South Africa, and served as a missionary some
15 years. She remarried, to Robert Wodehouse of that country. She returned
to America in 1895 to recover her health, but once again went into missions
in Rhodesia (now Zimbabwe) in 1901. Her daughter Lily (who survived the
accident that killed her father) married and became a missionary like her
mother.

O Father, You Are Sovereign

This Margaret Clarkson hymn is powerful, and I think it is fair to say that it
has already “caught on” with our congregation. In it, she acknowledges
God’s sovereignty even over the most perplexing things in life. This is very
significant because she knew great pain in her own life and yet continued to
trust in her sovereign and loving God. There is, thus, enormous pathos in
her praise to God as “the Lord of human pain” (see stanza 3). The tune is
well-known to all, “St. Theodulph” (to which we often sing “All Glory, Laud
and Honor”).
