The Gospel-Centered Life
[Sunday Evenings at FPC June 20 - August 22]

We live at a time when core gospel truths are being challenged and even
denied. To cite but two examples - the concept of “substitution” [Christ died
for me] is deemed as “cosmic child-abuse” (for another to be punished in the
place of the guilty person seems unjust), and the doctrine of justification by
faith alone apart from the works of the law as taught by the Reformers is
seen as a sixteenth century imposition upon the teaching of Paul.

In addition, the natural heart knows no limit of invention as to ways of self-
justification. Christians can so easily revert to a “works” mentality, thinking
that by extra effort we may be able, after all, to please God and win His
favor. Thus, to put the matter crassly, we are saved by faith alone but the rest
of the journey is wholly dependent on our effort.

Pastor Timothy J. Keller of New York’s Redeemer Presbyterian Church has
been a long standing and passionate advocate of gospel-centric preaching
and ministry. He has argued, for example, that the gospel is not the ABC’s
of the Christian life; it is the A through Z of the Christian Life.”
