The Mission Report
From time to time, we include as part of our evening service a word from
missionaries or others. We hear from some who have been raised up from
within this congregation to pursue foreign missions full time, groups who
have gone out from among us for a short period of time, and others who are
supported by this church. We look forward to the times when these dear
saints are able to get up before us and tell us how God is working in various
parts of the world. It helps us remember them in prayer; it reminds us that
the Gospel is going forth all over the world, as God builds His kingdom
from members of every tribe, tongue, people, and nation; it keeps our
church focused on a primary calling of the church—to spread the Gospel;
and it encourages all of us to consider how God would have us serve His
kingdom. For some, that means giving, praying, and other tangible activi-
ties here at home, while for others it may mean pursuing God's call to a for-
eign mission field. O that God would raise up more workers even from this
congregation to tend to His harvest.

The Psalms, Hymns and Spiritual Songs
This Is My Father's World

While minister of the Lockport Presbyterian Church in Lockport, New York,
the hymn's author liked to hike in an area called "the escarpment," an
ancient upthrust ledge near Lockport. It has a marvelous view of farms,
orchards, and Lake Ontario, about 15 miles distant. It is said those walks in
the woods inspired these lyrics. The title recalls an expression Maltbie
Babcock used when starting a walk: "I'm going out to see my Father's
world." Babcock never heard his famous hymn sung. He published nothing
during his life, but his wife Catherine collected and published many of his
writings after his untimely death - a volume of his poems contained "This Is
My Father's World." Babcock attended Syracuse University and Auburn
Theological Seminary. He ranked high as a student and participated in both
athletic and musical activities. Tall, broad shouldered, and muscular, he was
president of the baseball team, an expert pitcher, and a good swimmer. He
played several musical instruments, directed the school orchestra, and
played the organ and composed for it. He was a singer and leader of the glee
club. He could do impersonations, was clever at drawing, and had a knack
with tools. He was also an avid fisherman. He might have become a profes-
sional musician had he not chosen the ministry. Over the course of his min-
istry, he was asked to preach at colleges all over America. Babcock was not
a great theologian or deep thinker, but had a talent for presenting spiritual
and ethical truths with freshness and effect. In doing this, he was aided by
his agile mind, wide range of knowledge, dramatic ability, speech fluency,
and magnetic personality. (Cyberhymnal)

Wonderful Grace of Jesus
The words are by Haldor Lillenas who emigrated to America as a child; his
family settled first in South Dakota, then moved to Oregon in 1889. He
attended Deets Pacific Bible College in Los Angeles, California (later
renamed to Pasadena College); studied music at the Siegel-Myers School of
Music in Chicago, Illinois; and received an honorary Doctor of Music degree
from Olivet Nazarene College. His first pastorate was in Lompoc,
California, in 1910; he later pastored in Redlands, California, and
Indianapolis, Indiana. In 1924, he founded the Lillenas Music Company
(bought by the Nazarene Publishing Company in 1930), and worked as an
editor there until his retirement in 1950.

Rejoice, the Lord Is King
This hymn-text comes from Wesley's Hymn for our Lord's Resurrection, 1746,
omitting the sixth verse. The idea for the lyric is inspired by Philippians
4:4—"Rejoice in the Lord always; again I will say, rejoice!" It is a celebration
of the glories of our resurrected Savior, Jesus Christ. It reminds us that the
cross was not the final destination for Jesus, but that after "He had purged
our stains, He took his seat above." Stanza three calls us to praise Him for
the surety of His kingdom. In stanza four we sing of Jesus' final defeat of all
His enemies. And in stanza five we profess our hope that He will yet return
and will "take His servants up to their eternal home." No wonder we
respond to each verse with a hearty, "Rejoice, again I say, rejoice!"

A Guide to the Evening Service



The Greetings
We welcome all to this service of worship. If you are a Christian visiting with us
today, we greet you in the name of our common Lord. If you are not a believer,
we greet you as a friend and trust that you will sense the warmth and genuine-
ness of our reception. We also hope that this guide will help you understand the
various components of our service, and thus make you more comfortable and
familiar with it. By the way, we try to present most of our announcements prior
to the service in order to avoid interrupting the flow of our worship of God with
distractions that take our minds away from our central purpose: giving to the
Lord the glory due His name.

Thoughts on Prayer
Why does God delay an answer to prayer? Because He loves to hear the voice
of prayer. "The prayer of the upright is His delight," (Proverbs 1:8). You let the
musician play a great while ere you throw him down money, because you love
to hear his music (Cant. 2:14). 

God may delay prayer when He will not deny it, that He may humble us.
He has spoken to us long in His word to leave our sins, but we would not hear
Him; therefore He lets us speak to Him in prayer and seems not to hear us. He
may delay to answer prayer when He will not deny it, because He sees we are
not yet fit for the mercy we ask. Perhaps we pray for deliverance when we are
not fit for it; our scum is not yet boiled away. We would have God swift to deliv-
er and we are slow to repent. God may delay to answer prayer, that the mercy
we pray for may be more prized, and may be sweeter when it comes. The longer
the merchant's ships stay abroad, the more he rejoices when they come home
laden with spices and jewels; therefore be not discouraged, but follow God with
prayer. Though God delays, He will not deny. Prayer vincit invincibilem [con-
quers the invincible], it overcomes the Omnipotent, (Hosea 12:4). The Syrians
tied their god Hercules fast with a golden chain, that he should not remove. The
Lord was held by Moses' prayer as with a golden chain. "Let me alone;" why,
what did Moses?  He only prayed (Exodus 32:10). Prayer ushers in mercy. Be thy
case never so sad, if thou canst but pray thou needest not fear (Psalm 10:17).
Therefore give thyself to prayer." Thomas Watson, c.1620-1686

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs
From All That Dwell below the Skies

In 1719, Isaac Watts produced his Psalms of David Imitated in the Language of the New
Testament. This setting of Psalm 117 was part of that collection. We sing it to the
familiar tune DUKE STREET. The text has a wonderful "missiological bent" to it,
calling on everyone, in every land and every tongue to praise the one true God.
We sing psalms and hymns every Lord's Day in our corporate worship. This song
has been called "the classic of English doxologies." In the original psalm there is
naturally no explicit reference to the redemptive work of Christ, but rather to
God's "merciful kindness." Watts, however, equates Redeemer with Creator
because of the theological concepts found in Paul and the Fourth Gospel 
(John 1:1-3, 12; Col. 1: 14-16). These passages couple creation and redemption in
the same person. The first stanza is a good illustration of a literary device known
as "chiastic arrangement": outer line a is synonymous with outer line d; inner lines
b and c are synonymous. Watts was a thorough classical scholar and knew all the
techniques of the rhetoricians." (Bailey, The Gospel in Hymns, slightly edited)    

Marvelous Grace of Our Loving Lord
This is the theme hymn of VBS this year. An old favorite of our congregation,
this hymn highlights the sovereign grace of God. Julia Harriet Johnston (1849-
1919), the author of this hymn, lived in Peoria, Illinois, from age six. Her father
was pastor of the First Presbyterian Church in Peoria, and Julia directed the First
Presbyterian Church sunday school for over 40 years. She also found time to
serve as president of the Presbyterian Missionary Society of Peoria for 20 years,
and to write more than 500 hymns.    

From Depths of Woe I Raise to Thee
This is one of Luther's psalm paraphrases, and it gives us a window into his soul
and into the tremendous peace of heart he derived from God's gracious justifi-
cation in Jesus Christ. Master this hymn and you're on the way to the Protestant
Reformation. It also recounts the Gospel that is at the very heart of missions.
