A Guide to the Evening Service

The Short-Term Mission Trip Report
We sent a short term mission team to Peru in January, and tonight we have
the chance to hear from Tuan La, the team leader, on their activities.

Thoughts on Preaching
"This is the great design of all preaching, to bring them within the covenant
who are without, and to make those who are within the covenant to walk
suitably to it. And as these are never separated on the Lord's side, so should
they never be separated on our side." (James Durham)

The Sermon
This is often referred to as John's "Great Commission." It is Jesus on the day
of His resurrection declaring peace to them and breathing onto them the
Holy Spirit. As fellow disciples of Christ, there are things for us to learn
here.

The Children's Devotional

Our phrase by phrase exploration into the meaning of the Lord's Prayer con-
tinues. The Children’s Catechism was a faithful guide through the meaning of
the Ten Commandments, and it will prove to be faithful again here. Our
Lord gave us this prayer not simply to recite from memory, but in order for
us to have a model for our own prayers, to teach us what God values in
prayer. Thus it is important that we understand what Jesus has taught us
about prayer by understanding what the Lord's Prayer is requesting.

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs

Jesus! What a Friend for Sinners?

This much-loved hymn rehearses the benefits of the presence of Jesus Christ
in the believer's life. The great promise of God's covenant is summed up in
the simple phrase, "I will be their God and they will be My people." God's
presence was experienced in the Old Testament through shadowy precur-
sors—pillars of cloud and fire, the tabernacle and later the Temple. But in
Jesus Christ, we have the ultimate experience of God with us. What a friend
we have in Jesus!

O Day of Rest and Gladness

In God's good providence, the first day of every week is indeed a day of rest
and gladness! It celebrates the resurrection of Jesus Christ and signals His
victory over sin, death, and hell itself. Once a week we gather together as a
community of God's people to remember what He has done and to collec-
tively give thanks. It is the "market day of the soul" when we receive "one
blessing after another." Every Christian longs for Sunday to come around
again! This is a song that helps us put into words our thanksgiving to God
for the blessings of His special day: the Lord's Day, the Christian Sabbath.
Wordsworth's lyrics personify the Sabbath and address it directly in the first
three stanzas. We sing it tonight to an RUF tune.

It Is Well with My Soul

This hymn was written after two major traumas in Spafford's life. The first
was the Great Chicago Fire of October 1871, which ruined him financially
(he had been a wealthy businessman). Shortly after, while crossing the
Atlantic, all four of Spafford's daughters died in a collision with another
ship. Spafford's wife, Anna, survived and sent him the now famous
telegram, "Saved alone." Several weeks later, as Spafford's own ship passed
near the spot where his daughters died, he penned these words. They speak
to the eternal hope that all believers have, no matter what pain and grief
befall them on earth. Should we suffer for the sake of the gospel, we can yet
sing along with confidence, "whatever my lot, Thou hast taught me to say,
Tt is well with my soul."



A Guide to the Morning Service

The Sermon

How embarrassing, to be found bickering about who is the greatest, only to
have Jesus draw a lesson from a little child! How embarrassing, but how
real. How true to life. How much we can see ourselves in their attitudes and
actions. Measuring up against one another, establishing the pecking order,
ensuring that I get what is mine by right. But in Jesus' kingdom, things are
different. There is an upside down quality to God's economy. It is the least
who is truly great. Do we seek real greatness (as measured by Jesus), or do
we seek some temporary and earthly greatness?

The New Testament Reading
The theme of rights and duties continues from chapter nine and is especial-
ly seen in the closing verses of chapter ten. But on his way, Paul takes a few
verses to draw some spiritual lessons from the Old Testament. In fact, Paul
will say that the events took place to be an example for us. We are to learn
from Old Testament saints, and apply those lessons to our own lives. In this
case, the example is negative - do not do what they once did.

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs

Immortal, Invisible, God Only Wise

It is often difficult to know why a certain hymn becomes popular. Is it the
fact that the words speak directly to us in some way, or is it that a really
memorable tune is "married" to the hymn that is immediately recognizable?
Both the hymn and the tune "Immortal, Invisible, God Only Wise" are
among the most well known in Christendom! The hymn's author probably
did not intend the hymn for congregational singing. As a Free Church min-
ister (and at one time, its moderator), William Chalmers Smith would have
been committed to unaccompanied exclusive psalmody! His poetry now
appears in the Oxford Book of English Verse, and this particular hymn extols
the wisdom of God. Since our theme this evening is God's providence, the
idea of wisdom plays an essential component. Everything - yes! Everything
that God does is ordered with the oversight of infinite wisdom. Not a detail
of it is out of place. God is wise. He established the world "by His wisdom"
(Jer. 51:15). How do we know that everything God does is wise? Because of
Jesus Christ - He is the wisdom of God (1 Cor. 1:24).

Gloria Patri

The "Gloria Patri" ("Glory to the Father") is an ancient hymn of praise to the
Triune God. It is a classic "doxology" of the early church. John Chrysostom
of Constantinople (one of Calvin's favorite patristic authors) tells us that it
was in use no later than the time of Clement of Rome (circa AD 95!). It was
customarily attached to the end of a psalm to confirm a trinitarian, Christian
understanding of the God of the Psalms. This is indeed how it was used in
the days of the Reformation. By the way, when we sing "as it was in the
beginning, is now, and ever shall be, world without end," the "it" refers to
the Holy Trinity. Consider that in comparison to the famous lines by Carl
Sagan that opened the series Cosmos: "The Cosmos is all that is or ever was
or ever will be." In contrast, the Gloria Patri is a bold affirmation of the eter-
nality of the Triune God.

All the Way My Savior Leads Me
This is a favorite hymn by yet another saint who knew what it meant to trust
in God through a lifetime of hardship and handicap.

Father, I Know that All My Life

The issue that occupies our attention at the end of Luke 9 is an all too famil-
iar one. Who is the greatest? Or perhaps it is the related issue, where do I fall
in the pecking order? This hymn, by Anna Waring, encourages us by
reminding us that God has foreordained the details of our lives. Knowing
that God orders our lives can help us sing "I would not have the restless will
that hurries to and fro, seeking for some great thing to do or secret thing to
know." It is enough that we be faithful servants of God and to learn "a life of
self-renouncing love is one of liberty."
