The Sermon
Two weeks ago we found David in the heart of Philistine land. He had made
friends of the king Achish, and with the king's blessing, has taken posses-
sion of the city of Ziklag, where he lived with his men (some 600 fighting
men) and their families. As a way of providing for them, David and his fel-
low mercenaries have been making raids upon Caananites, though Achish
labors under the delusion that David has been attacking and plundering
from Judah. Now, the Philistines and Israelites are coming to war, and
David, as a fighting man under the auspices of king Achish, would pre-
sumably be enlisted to fight on the side of the Philistines. What will David
do? Can he fight against kindred? Would he dare distance himself from king
Achish who has been his benefactor? Is he destined to pass from one life-
threatening situation to another?

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs 
My Hope Is in the Lord

We haven't sung this one in a while, but it is still well known and appreci-
ated. In it, we focus our praise on the work of our Savior who has paid the
satisfaction for sin, and is even now interceding on our behalf. 

Abide with Me: Fast Falls the Eventide
Written by Henry Lyte, this hymn has become one of the best-known hymns
of all time. It expresses the Christian's hope and security in the face of life's
hardships, most particularly that of death. Lyte died within three weeks of
writing these words. In his final sermon, Lyte wrote: "O brethren, I stand
here among you today, as alive from the dead, if I may hope to impress it
upon you, and induce you to prepare for that solemn hour which must come
to all, by a timely acquaintance with the death of Christ."   

God Moves in a Mysterious Way
William Cowper (pronounced "Cooper") was a man riddled with personal
afflictions of the mind and soul. His hymns have become some of the best
known: "Jesus, Where'er Your People Meet," "O for a Closer Walk with God,"
"What Various Hindrances We Meet," "Sometimes a Light Surprises," and
"There Is a Fountain Filled with Blood." This one, "God Moves in a
Mysterious Way," is the best hymn on the theme of God's providence known
to us. The stanzas strike deep at the manifestations of unbelief that plague
even the most devout Christian—"Ye fearful saints, fresh courage take";
"Judge not the Lord by feeble sense"—and point us to the wise, good
designs of our heavenly Father—"Behind a frowning providence, He hides
a smiling face." Purportedly the last hymn that he wrote, it unfolds the cer-
tainty of God's hand in every aspect of our lives, including those dark and
troubled aspects that we cannot fully explain or understand. 

The Benediction
You may wonder why all of our services end with a benediction. The reason
is simple: as God has the first word in worship, so He has the last. Our wor-
ship is possible only because He first reached out to us, thus our worship
begins with a call to worship from God's word. Likewise, as we are depend-
ent upon God in everything, all of our services conclude with the minister
pronouncing the Lord's benediction upon His people, using a scriptural
word of blessing. Benediction simply means "blessing."

Thoughts on Worship
What is worship? Well, the Psalmist tells us succinctly. It is giving unto the
Lord the glory due His name (Psalm 29:1-2). Where do we find the sub-
stance of and our direction for our worship? The Bible. Thus, at First
Presbyterian Church, our motto for worship is: "Sing the Bible, Pray the
Bible, Read the Bible, Preach the Bible." So we strive to be sure that all that
we sing is scriptural, that our prayers are saturated with scripture, that
much of the word of God is read in each public service, and that the preach-
ing here is based on the Bible.
