The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs

Guide Me, O Thou Great Jehovah

The Welsh revivals of the 1700s brought with them a revival in hymnody.
When evangelist Howell Harris began to preach personal salvation to his
fellow countrymen, he hoped to use songs as a vehicle for his message.
However, since there were only a few hymns in the Welsh language, he
ingeniously turned to the traditional "Eisteddfod" bard contests to stimulate
the writing of new hymns. From these contests emerged a number of usable
hymns, as well as a young preacher named William Williams, who became
known as the "Isaac Watts of Wales." The first stanza of William Williams'
great hymn was originally written in Welsh and then translated into English
by Peter Williams. The last two stanzas were also written in Welsh and
translated by William Williams himself. The tune "Cwm Rhondda" (you'll
have to get Derek Thomas to pronounce that!) is a classic. The imagery of
the hymn is drawn from Israel's march to Canaan and thus serves as a the-
ologically appropriate metaphor for the Christian life. Williams takes the
imagery of Israel crossing over the Jordan and into the Promise Land as an
apt description of the Christian's voyage in death from this life into the
Eternal and Everlasting Promised Land.

There Is a Fountain Filled with Blood
William Cowper's great hymn points us to the only remedy of sin. Cowper's
tortured struggles with self-doubt, depression, and suicide made him
exceedingly sensitive to the preciousness of the blood of Christ, the blood
which is pictured in the cup that Christ distributed to His disciples, the cup
which we still enjoy in the sacrament of the Lord's Supper.

This hymn reminds us of the vast fountain of blood that is available to
sinners, a fountain so full, so complete, that sinners may come and wash all
their sins away. No sin is too great for this deep fountain; and we take com-
fort that we, who are as vile as that thief crucified next to Jesus, can plunge
beneath this flood and emerge as white as snow.

God, in the Gospel of His Son
The author (1717-1795) was the son of Baptist minister John Beddome. He
was apprenticed to a surgeon in Bristol, but moved to London in 1739 and
joined the Baptist church on Prescott Street. At the call of his church, he
devoted himself to the work of Christian ministry, and in 1740 began to
preach at Bourton-on-the-Water, Gloucestershire. For many years he was
one of the most respected Baptist ministers in western England.
