We welcome all to this service of worship. If you are a Christian visiting with us this
morning, we greet you in the name of our common Lord. If you are not a believer, we
greet you as a friend and trust that you will sense the warmth and genuineness of our
reception. We also hope that this guide will help you understand the various compo-
nents of our service, and thus make you more comfortable and familiar with it. By the
way, we try to present most of our announcements prior to the service in order to
avoid interrupting the flow of our worship of God with distractions that take our
minds away from our central purpose: giving to the Lord the glory due His name.    

The Sermon
We are familiar with Jesus’ teaching in this passage (where He instructs His disciples
not to worry), but we sometimes forget what prompted these words. Jesus tells us not
to worry precisely at the point that He is giving instructions on the relative value of
the things of the world. This morning’s message is a continuation of the same theme
we explored last week. Jesus introduced His disciples to the dangers of covetousness
in response to a very earthly-minded question from someone about the division of an
estate, and He now proceeds to offer a remedy to the problem of covetousness: trust
in the goodness of God

The Presentation of the Tithes and Offerings
Part of our worship to God is our giving our own material and financial resources for
the support of the ministry of the church. We do that at every worship service in pre-
senting to God His tithe (that portion of our total income which He says must be given
back to Him for the use of His church) and our offerings (that portion of our total
income, beyond the tithe), which we give, in joy and gratitude for His grace to us, for
His glory, and the sustenance of ministry. This giving is also a fulfillment of our mem-
bership vows in which we say “we promise to support the work and worship of the
church to the best of our ability.” Are you giving your best, best as you can?

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs
O for a Thousand Tongues to Sing

Our opening hymn of praise this morning is one of our favorites. Many will have
memorized one or more of its stanzas. Frank Colquhoun says “‘O for a thousand
tongues’ . . . is indisputably one of Charles Wesley’s finest hymns . . . . It rings with the
notes of Christian praise, joy, and assurance. It magnifies the name of Jesus and the
power of His atoning sacrifice. . . . And it abounds in scriptural phrases and allusions.
These are the things that characterize so many of the six thousand and more hymns
that Wesley wrote. Perhaps it is not surprising that there is something special about
this particular one, for it was written just a year after his evangelical conversion and
published in 1740 under the title ‘For the Anniversary Day of One’s Conversion.’”

The Doxology
Our response to today’s New Testament reading of Holy Scripture is known as “the
Doxology.”  It is a call for everyone in heaven and earth to praise the Triune God Who
is the giver of all blessings and is merely the lasts stanza of each of three hymns com-
posed by the fine evangelical Bishop Thomas Ken in 1674. Today, we sing it to a slight
metrical variation of the glorious and well-known tune “Old One Hundreth.” 

Have Thine Own Way, Lord!
The words of this gospel song were penned by Adelaide Addison Pollard. She was
convinced the Lord wanted her in Africa as a missionary. She tried to raise funds to
go, but was unsuccessful. It was in this uncertain state of mind that she attended a
prayer meeting. There, she heard an elderly woman pray, ‘It’s all right, Lord. It does-
n’t matter what You bring into our lives, just have Your own way with us.’ At home
that night, much encouraged, she wrote this hymn. George Coles Stebbins composed
the hymn’s tune. He studied music in Buffalo and Rochester, New York, then became
a singing teacher. Around 1869, he moved to Chicago, Illinois, to join the Lyon and
Healy Music Company. He also became the music director at the First Baptist Church
in Chicago. It was in Chicago that he met the leaders in the Gospel music field, such
as George Root, Philip Bliss, and Ira Sankey. He later became involved in evangelism
campaigns with Moody and others. Around 1900, Stebbins spent a year as an evan-
gelist in India, Egypt, Italy, Palestine, France and England.

If Thou But Suffer God to Guide Thee
Is their a relationship between covetousness and trust? Jesus seems to think so, and the
author of this hymn picks up the theme. We respond to the preached word this morn-
ing using the moving words of this great hymn. This is another worth memorizing! In
it, we profess our confidence in God’s goodness and guidance, in the midst of trial and
any other circumstance of life. The author wrote it after being robbed of almost all his
possessions (except a prayer book) and enduring extended unemployment.
