The Missions Report
From time to time in our evening services we hear from missionaries and
ministries supported by our church. We trust that these communications are
informational and inspirational. Tonight, we hear from our own Arthur
Wadsworth, who works with our Internationals Ministry.  Each Thursday
evening, the nations come driving down North State Street and knock on
our door and give us the opportunity to minister in Christ’s name.

The Sermon
This passage reminds us of the resurrection. We live in a day and age which
is very unfriendly to the truth of the resurrection and to understanding its
significance for us. The doctrine of the resurrection was central in the teach-
ing and preaching of the apostles. But, sadly, it isn’t today. Why? Well, there
are many reasons, but I here offer just two: (1) Many who call themselves
Christians (and even Christian preachers) don’t believe it anymore. Now
this is not a new problem -  just take a glance at 1 Corinthians 15 or Acts 17!
(2) And closer to home, many Christians don’t know its significance - they
don’t understand its importance. The resurrection distinguishes Jesus from
the leaders of all the world religions. They all died. He alone rose from the
grave. The resurrection is a revelation of the life and immortality of glory to
a fallen world (Paul was taken up to the third heaven, but Jesus brought
heaven down to us). The resurrection gives confidence to our receiving
Jesus’s great teachings. It gives assurance that Christ’s work is complete and
redemption is accomplished. That He died manifests His love and willing-
ness to save. That He rose again manifests His power, and His ability to
save. It is fundamental, too, to our own expectation of rising from the dead,
which is at the fore in tonight’s passage.

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs
Jesus Lives and So Shall I

One of the most moving songs in our whole hymnal. Christian Gellert’s
words have been oft translated and Johann Cruger’s tune is full of pathos.
Because Christ is raised and because we are united to Him, we too shall be
raised. This hope is fundamental to Christian experience, as Paul noted: “if
Christ has not been raised, your faith is worthless; you are still in your sins.”
(1 Corinthians 15:17) But, thank God, the salutation of the early church is
true: “He is risen. He is risen indeed.” Jesus lives, and so shall I.   

Day by Day and with Each Passing Moment
Karolina Wilhemina Sandell-Berg (1832-1903), known to friends as “Lina,”
was the daughter of Jonas Sandell, pastor of the Lutheran church in
Fro..deryd. At age 26, she accompanied her father on a boat trip to
Gothenberg, during which he fell overboard and drowned before her eyes.
The tragedy profoundly affected Lina and reportedly inspired her to write
hymns. Known as “the Fanny Crosby of Sweden,” she wrote 650 hymns, of
which “Children of the Heavenly Father” is the best known. She married
Stockholm merchant C. O. Berg in 1867, but continued to initial her hymns
“L. S.”

Astute readers of the worship guides will know that we advertised this
hymn a couple of weeks ago because we thought we were going to sing it,
but somewhere in the editing process the hymn got removed. 

For All the Saints
This well-known and encouraging hymn is a congregational favorite—and
with good reason. It points us to the realities of heaven that are enjoyed by
those saints who now rest from their labors here on earth, and it reminds
those of us who are still soldiers in the church militant (the church on earth)
that “soon, soon to faithful warriors come their rest.” It gives us a glimpse
of Emmanuel’s land, filled with praises and testimony of those who have
gone before us, who have fought the good fight, and have claimed the vic-
tor’s crown. And it encourages us to remain “faithful, true, and bold” and
to “fight as the saints who nobly fought of old.” The final two stanzas leave
us with a vision of the Day of Resurrection, when believers “rise in bright
array” as “the King of Glory passes on His way,” and the whole earth
responds, “singing to Father, Son and Holy Ghost. Alleluia! Alleluia!”
