The Missions Report
From time to time during the evening service we hear a brief report on
God's work from various parts of the world. This summer, a group from our
church went to Liberia to work with Del Chinchen and the African Bible
College there. We will hear a brief report on this work tonight at the begin-
ning of our service.

The Children's Catechism
Our children are in the midst of their study of the Ten Commandments.
They have learned from the first two that God alone is to be worshiped, and
only as He has commanded. Thus, we are not to have any other gods, and
we are not to worship the true God with pictures and symbols and statues. 

It is such a joy to listen to our young ones recite God's word, as they are
doing in learning and reciting the Ten Commandments. These words will
form a foundation of solid biblical instruction for your children as they
mature. Though they may not remember the specific occasions when they
did the memorizing, they will be blessed to have hidden God's word in their
hearts from the earliest of days. 

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs
Stand Up, Stand Up for Jesus

We have been enlisted into a struggle, not against flesh and blood, but
against the spiritual forces of evil. Our only hope against such a foe is to
stand strong in the strength of God, or as this hymn reminds us, the enemy
is vanquished as Christ leads His soldiers from victory unto victory.

O the Deep, Deep Love of Jesus
This marvelous hymn was composed by Samuel Trevor Francis (1834-1925).
A London merchant and artist's son, Francis published a number of hymns
in religious newspapers and periodicals. He belonged to the Plymouth
Brethren congregation in London, and served as an open air preacher. His
hymns and poems appeared in The Life of Faith and other papers and peri-
odicals. Not only is the text of this hymn set to a wonderful Welsh tune
(called "Ebenezer" or "Ton-Y-Botel"), but the words are rich and expressive.
As the title indicates, the great theme of the hymn is the surpassing love of
Christ. Using the metaphor of the ocean's vastness, Francis walks us
through an emotional meditation of Christ's love. In the first stanza, he com-
pares Christ's love to a vast, unbounded, rolling ocean —its sheer size over-
whelming our hearts and minds— and concludes with the thought that
Christ's love is leading us onward and homeward (the most peaceful of all
conceptions) to the glorious rest of heaven. Our hearts already full with
those thoughts, he moves to the second stanza, where he calls on his fellow
singers to spread Christ's praise from shore to shore. Having issued that
challenge, he asks us to meditate on the constancy of Christ's love, the watch
care of Jesus over those He loves, the cost which He bore to call them His
own (that is, death on the cross), and His heavenly intercession for the
saints. These profound themes having been introduced, he moves us into
the third stanza where he reminds us that Jesus' love is the best, the greatest
love of all (contrary to the sentiments of certain contemporary pop singers!)
and then he teaches us that Jesus' love is a haven of rest, indeed. It is heav-
en on earth—so powerful as to lift us up to glory itself. We can never get too
much of a robust musical expression of the love of Christ that challenges us
to draw the comforting practical implications of the rich theology of Christ's
love found in the Scriptures, and that's precisely what this hymn does.   

Jesus, I Am Resting, Resting
This hymn is one of our congregation's favorites and comes to us from the
late nineteenth century and the pen of Jean Sophia Pigott. It is a song of
praise to Christ for His love and grace. Sing it as a glad prayer of petition
and praise, and sing it with understanding (even though it's so well known
some of you could easily do so by rote). Pigott (1845-1882) was born in
Ireland and died there in Leixlip, Lucan, County Kildare. Facts about her are
scarce, though she did contribute some hymns to Hymns of Consecration and
Faith, and in 1877, published A Royal Service, and Other Poems.

A Guide to the Evening Service



The Sermon
We use the word "hope" in a variety of ways today. Sometimes it means lit-
tle more than wishful thinking ("I hope it doesn't rain on my wedding day"),
and other times to express some faint desire to see something better for the
future ("I hope I get that promotion at work"). But the Bible uses hope in a
different manner. Biblical hope is in something that is yet to come, but about
which we can still be certain. When we talk about our "hope for heaven," we
do not mean that we have some faint notion that perhaps heaven awaits.
Instead, we mean "I am as sure of its reality as if I were already experienc-
ing it." And how can we be so sure? First, because God has promised certain
things and God cannot lie. But with respect to things like the resurrection,
we can be sure because we have already seen what it will be like. When we
look at the Risen Savior, we are seeing the "first fruits" of our own bodily res-
urrection. We hope for it because it has not yet happened, not because we
are unsure that it will.  

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs
Praise to the Lord, the Almighty

This great psalm paraphrase is a long-time favorite of our congregation. The
song's author was Joachim Neander, who wrote this hymn when he was 20.
"Praise to the Lord" is the opening phrase of each stanza of this song that
draws on Psalms 103 and 150. It was translated by the remarkable Catherine
Winkworth of whom it has been said that she, more than any other single
person, helped bring the German chorale tradition to the English-speaking
world. It is a hymn full of devotion and adoration to God and encourage-
ment and comfort to one another. We sing praise to Him for His sovereign
control over all things—"who o'er all things so wondrously reigneth"—and
draw comfort that because He is in control, He "shelters [us] under His
wings." We sing God's praises for His kind providences—"Hast thou not
seen how thy desires ever have been granted in what He ordaineth"—and
even for the dark providences of life. For surely we know it to be true when
we sing, "How oft in grief hath not He brought thee relief."  

The Doxology
Our response to today's Old Testament reading of Holy Scripture is known
as "the Doxology."  It is a call for everyone in heaven and earth to praise the
Triune God Who is the giver of all blessings and is merely the last stanza of
each of three hymns composed by the fine evangelical Bishop Thomas Ken
in 1674. Today, we sing it to a slight metrical variation of the glorious and
well-known tune "Old One Hundreth."

The Apostles' Creed
Our congregation regularly confesses our common faith, that is, we publicly
state what we believe to be true about God and reality, including the
Christian life and salvation. We do this using various historic, orthodox,
creedal statements, like the Apostles' Creed. The Apostles' Creed was not
composed per se by the Apostles themselves but its affirmations are "apos-
tolic" in the sense that they are biblical. This hymn puts the ancient creed to
familiar music.

Two phrases in the creed often confuse some Christians. The reference to the
"holy catholic church" does not entail a recognition of the Roman Catholic
Church as the one true church but rather indicates one's commitment to the
spiritual unity of the visible church, the "society made up of all such as in all
ages and places of the world do profess the true religion, and of their chil-
dren." The phrase "He descended into hell" refers to Christ's bearing of
God's wrath on our behalf on the cross and His being buried, and continu-
ing in the state of the dead, and under the power of death till the third day."

By Grace I Am an Heir of Heaven
The text of this hymn is gloriously assuring and fits well with our theme of
hope and glory. It is set to a very familiar tune Neumark (If Thou But Suffer
God to Guide Thee). It points our focus away from self and our experiences
and towards the God of the Bible, the God who has revealed His plans and
purposes and promises. "Why doubt this, O, my trembling heart? If what
the Scriptures promise clearly is true and firm in every part." If we could
truly adopt that attitude toward the promises of Scripture, so much of our
worry and sorrow would melt away.

But this hymn also points us to the gracious nature of God as the
source of our joy. "My heart is naught but joy gives place since I am saved
by grace, by grace." Despite our sins, despite temptation, despite the lies of
Satan to the contrary, our crown of life has been given by grace!
