The Greetings 
We welcome all to this service of worship. If you are a Christian visiting
with us today, we greet you in the name of our common Lord. If you are not
a believer, we greet you as a friend and trust that you will sense the warmth
and genuineness of our reception. We also hope that this guide will help you
understand the various components of our service, and thus make you more
comfortable and familiar with it. By the way, we try to present most of our
announcements prior to the service in order to avoid interrupting the flow
of our worship of God with distractions that take our minds away from our
central purpose: giving to the Lord the glory due His name.    

The Call to Worship
Biblical worship is always a response to God’s gracious revelation of
Himself to His people. He takes the initiative to come to us in grace and seek
us out, before we ever respond to Him. Hence, all our worship services
begin with a scriptural “call to worship” (that is, the content of the “call”
comes from God’s own word quoted and pronounced by the minister). In
this “call” we are reminded that God always takes the initiative. He always
comes toward His people first, in grace. Our worship is a reflexive response
to His gracious call. 

Thoughts on Prayer
Why does God delay an answer to prayer? Because He loves to hear the
voice of prayer. “The prayer of the upright is His delight,” (Proverbs 1:8).
You let the musician play a great while ere you throw him down money,
because you love to hear his music, (Cant. 2:14). 
God may delay prayer when He will not deny it, that He may humble us.
He has spoken to us long in His word to leave our sins, but we would not
hear Him; therefore He lets us speak to Him in prayer and seems not to hear
us. He may delay to answer prayer when He will not deny it, because He
sees we are not yet fit for the mercy we ask. Perhaps we pray for deliverance
when we are not fit for it; our scum is not yet boiled away. We would have
God swift to deliver, and we are slow to repent. God may delay to answer
prayer, that the mercy we pray for may be more prized, and may be sweet-
er when it comes. The longer the merchant’s ships stay abroad, the more he
rejoices when they come home laden with spices and jewels; therefore be not
discouraged, but follow God with prayer. Though God delays, He will not
deny. Prayer vincit invincibilem [conquers the invincible], it overcomes the
Omnipotent, (Hosea 12:4). The Syrians tied their god Hercules fast with a
golden chain, that he should not remove. The Lord was held by Moses’
prayer as with a golden chain. “Let me alone;” why, what did Moses? He
only prayed, (Exodus 32:10). Prayer ushers in mercy. Be thy case never so
sad, if thou canst but pray thou needest not fear, (Psalm 10:17). Therefore
give thyself to prayer.  Thomas Watson, c.1620—1686      

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs
This Is My Father’s World

When starting a walk, the author of this hymn would say: “I’m going out to
see my Father’s world.” The hymn is simple enough for young children to
understand (and sing!) and yet is capable of expressing our praise to the
great Creator of this world. The world, which God has called “good,” pro-
claims His ownership when we listen with the ears of faith. Babcock never
heard his famous hymn sung. He published nothing during his life, but his
wife Catherine collected and published many of his writings after his
untimely death — a volume of his poems contained the verse to this hymn.  

Like a River Glorious
Because believers in Christ are justified freely by God’s grace, we are able
even to “rejoice in our sufferings.” This beloved hymn reminds us of that
great truth, especially in its third stanza: “Ev’ry joy or trial Falleth from
above, Traced upon our dial By the Sun of Love; We may trust Him fully All
for us to do — They who trust Him wholly Find Him wholly true.”   

By Grace I Am an Heir of Heaven
The text of this hymn is gloriously assuring and is set to a very familiar tune
Neumark (If Thou But Suffer God to Guide Thee). It points our focus away
from self and our experiences and towards the God of the Bible, the God
who has revealed His plans and purposes and promises. “Why doubt this,
O, my trembling heart? If what the Scriptures promise clearly is true and
firm in every part.” If we could truly adopt that attitude toward the prom-
ises of Scripture, so much of our worry and sorrow would melt away.
