A Guide to the Evening Service

Jesus! What a Friend for Sinners!

This much-loved hymn rehearses the benefits of the presence of Jesus Christ
in the believer’s life. The great promise of God’s covenant is summed up in
the simple phrase, “I will be their God and they will be My people.” God’s
presence was experienced in the Old Testament through shadowy precur-
sors—pillars of cloud and fire, the tabernacle and later the Temple. But in
Jesus Christ, we have the ultimate experience of God with us. What a friend
we have in Jesus!

Jesus, Where’er Your People Meet

This is one of the many great hymns written by William Cowper (pro-
nounced “Cooper”). Cowper’s father was chaplain to King George II.
Cowper himself was trained as an attorney, but never practiced law. He
co-wrote the deservedly famous Olney Hymns, along with John Newton
(author of “Amazing Grace”). He struggled with depression for much of his
life. We are singing this text to the tune “Warrington” - perhaps better
known to you as the tune to which we sing “Give to Our God Immortal
Praise.” Every stanza of this hymn provides enormous incentive to our
corporate worship. Concentrate on the words as you sing them and you will
be encouraged!

Take My Life, and Let It Be

“Take My Life” was Frances Ridley Havergal’s “consecration hymn,” as she
herself called it. “Only a person as totally dedicated to God as she was had
the right to pen such lines or invite others to sing them. We know from one
of her letters just when and how the hymn was written. The date was
February 4, 1874; the occasion was the end of a five days’ visit to the house
of some friends. She had prayed that God would so use her visit that all ten
members of the household might become genuine, rejoicing Christians; and
He answered her prayer. ‘Before | left the house everyone had got a bless-
ing. The last night of my visit, after | had retired, the governess asked me to
go to the two daughters. They were crying, etc.; then and there both of them
trusted and rejoiced; it was nearly midnight. | was too happy to sleep, and
spent most of the night in praise and renewal of my own consecration; and
these little couplets formed themselves, and chimed in my heart one after
another, till they finished with Ever, ONLY, ALL for Thee!””
